Authors use language carefully to 
convey meaning, mood and 
feeling. In the opening lines of 
Beyond the Bounty by Tony 
Parsons, the ship is described as 
‘made of English oak’. 

Oak trees can live for over 200 
years. In literature, they often 
represent the wisdom that comes 
with old age. 

Oak is also a hard, solid wood so 
this implies security and safety.
